Sometimes the way we word things sets us up for failure in the classroom.  Instead of saying “Clean up this room right now and I mean it or you don’t get any recess.”  We need to say things like “I’ll be happy to take you to recess as soon as the room is clean.” 

When we tell students what we are going to do it is so much easier to control the situation. Put two things into place: 1) Positive Behavior Support and 2) Enforceable Statements. If you find yourself telling children something (e.g. “Be Quiet”) over and over, this might a strategy to try. Remember to teach the behavior you expect!
