“Paws”itive Slips At Central School
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What:   A positive reinforcement system used throughout the school building, in the lunchroom, and on the playground

Why:  Students need specific compliments for what they are doing well. The Pawsitive Slips will include the paw print and the four universal expectations. 

How: 

· Teachers, Para-educators, Lunch Staff, Volunteers and Custodians will try to give out at least three Pawsitive Slips every day. Be sure to be specific about the reason you are giving the student the Pawsitive Slip.  Don’t forget to link the behavior you have described back to one of the universal expectations.  Classroom teachers should aim at giving at least two out of the three slips to children outside of their classroom. 
· The staff member issuing the Pawsitive Slip should have his/her initials on the front of the slip, so he/she can be recognized also. Student will write their name and classroom code on the back of the slip and place it into the bucket in their classroom.
· At the end of the day, classrooms can choose to draw a name from the classroom bucket to reinforce positive behavior throughout the school.   Representatives from each classroom will take the bucket daily to the office and deposit slips into the school-wide container in the office.
· Once a week (at Monday morning announcements), Merry will draw four students’ names.   Those chosen students will then go to the office to get their picture taken with our tiger stuffed animal, Stripes.   The pictures will be displayed on a bulletin board in the hallway. 
· Each week, the Pawsitive slips that have been collected in the office will be deposited into our school-wide container. Once the school-wide container is filled, Central School will earn a school-wide celebration.
